 Universal Decimal Classification (UDC) is printed at the top left.  

 The author’s last name and initials are at the top right; one line below is the 

academic title, academic degree, position, and name of the educational institution 

where the author works, ORCID.  

 The title of the article is given in capital letters, centered, after the interval.  

 Abstracts in Ukrainian (500 characters) and English (800 characters) are given 

after the title after the interval. Main text. References to literary sources are made in 

square brackets: the number of the source in the list and the page number of the cited 

work are indicated. For example: [5, p.38]. 

 After the text, the word LITERATURE is printed in the center in capital letters 

after an interval. Below are the sources in alphabetical order. Brief information 

about the author of the article, mobile phone, e-mail address.

 Presentation of the main material and justification of the obtained scientific 

results
